
New Living Bible Lessons - Curriculum Overview 

FALL–STORIES FROM GENESIS: Sto-
ries about the beginning of the world, 
including God’s creation, Noah and 
the flood, Abraham and Lot. 

WINTER–THREE GREAT MEN: Lessons 
from the lives of Abraham, Isaac and 
Jacob. 

SPRING–STORIES OF JOSEPH: A 
series stressing what can be learned 
from Joseph’s life: God’s guidance 
and care, the importance of forgive-
ness, etc. 

SUMMER–MOSES, THE GREAT LEAD-
ER: A close look at the life of this 
great man, from the time he was 
hidden in the bulrushes through his 
leading the children of Israel out of 
Egypt. 

FALL–A NEW HOME: Stories of such 
Old Testament characters as Joshua, 
Rahab, Gideon, Samson, Ruth. 

WINTER–GREAT LEADERS: Covers 
the lives of Samuel, Saul and David. 

SPRING–WISE KINGS: Events from 
the later life of David, as well as 
the life of his son Solomon and the 
prophet Elijah. 

SUMMER–GOD’S PROPHETS: Details 
such figures as Elisha, Naaman, Isa-
iah, Jonah, Josiah, Jeremiah, Daniel. 

FALL–STORIES FROM GENESIS: An 
accounting of the events from cre-
ation to the life of Joseph. 

WINTER–MOSES, A GREAT LEADER: 
Centers on the events surrounding 
the exodus from Egypt beginning 
with the birth of Moses through the 
construction of the tabernacle. 

SPRING–ADVENTURES IN THE WIL-
DERNESS: Stories such as the 12 
spies, Aaron’s rod, the brass serpent, 
Balak and Balaam, a talking donkey. 

SUMMER–A TRIP WITH GOD’S 
PEOPLE: An overview of the books of 
Joshua, Judges and Ruth featuring 
lessons on Rahab, Gideon, Samson 
and Ruth. 

FALL–SAMUEL, SAUL AND DAVID: 
Lessons emphasizing such details 
as David and Jonathan’s friendship, 
David’s example of loving one’s en-
emies, David’s love for God’s law, etc. 

WINTER–DAVID AND SOLOMON: Sto-
ries relating to David’s sin, Absalom, 
the dangers of evil friends, Elijah, 
Naaman, etc. 

SPRING–GOD’S KINGS: Features 
such characters as Rehoboam, Joash, 
Hezekiah, Isaiah, Jeremiah, Daniel. 

SUMMER–GOD’S PROPHETS: Lessons 
from the lives of Elijah, Elisha, Joel, 
Jonah, Micah, Ezekiel, Zechariah, 
Malachi. 

FALL–LEARNING FROM GENESIS: 
Stories on early Bible figures, empha-
sizing learning to love, being honest 
and forgiving. 

WINTER–MOSES, A GREAT LEADER: 
Beginning with the birth of Moses and 
highlighting the events at the begin-
ning of the great exodus. 

SPRING–JOURNEYS WITH THE ISRA-
ELITES: Study of the books of Leviti-
cus and Numbers. 

SUMMER–FOLLOWING NEW LEAD-
ERS: Highlights of the books of 
Joshua, Judges and Ruth. 

FALL–SAMUEL, SAUL AND DAVID: 
Beginning with the story of Hannah’s 
prayer, this series emphasizes such 
things as Israelites want a king, 
David showing mercy and kindness, 
David keeping his promises, David 
loving God’s law. 

WINTER–DAVID, SOLOMON, JE-
ROBOAM: Includes David’s sin, inci-
dents involving Absalom and Adoni-
jah, Solomon’s building the Temple 
and the divided kingdom. 

SPRING–KINGS OF ISRAEL: Lessons 
on Jeroboam, Elijah, the widow of 
Zarephath, prophets of Baal, Ahab, 
Elisha, Naaman. 

SUMMER–KINGS OF JUDAH: Features 
the following: Rehoboam, Asa,  
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Jehoshaphat, Athaliah, Joash, 
Amaziah, Uzziah, Ahaz, Hezekiah, 
Manasseh, Josiah, Jehoiakim. 

FALL–THREE GREAT MEN: Lessons 
from the lives and writings of Job, 
David and Solomon. 

WINTER–GOD’S PROPHETS: Begin-
ning with Isaiah, details some of the 
works of prophets through Malachi. 

SPRING–DANIEL, EZRA AND NEHE-
MIAH: Stories include Nebuchadnez-
zar, the handwriting on the wall and 
the rebuilding of the Temple and the 
walls of Jerusalem. 

SUMMER–ESTHER: A BRAVE WOM-
AN: In addition to stories on Esther, 
includes events from the books of 
Nehemiah and Malachi. 

FALL–LESSONS FROM GENESIS: Cov-
ers from the beginning of time to the 
life of Joseph. Focuses on such ques-
tions as, Am I My Brother’s Keeper? 
WINTER–THE GOING OUT: Lessons 
from the book of Exodus. Includes 
chapters on being thankful and shar-
ing work. 

SPRING–ADVENTURES IN THE 
WILDERNESS: A study of Leviticus, 
Numbers and Deuteronomy. Chapters 
include Jewish feast days, jealousy in 
a family, rebellion in the camp. 

SUMMER–NEW HOME FOR ISRAEL: 
Taken from the books of Joshua, 
Judges and Ruth, details the fulfilling 
of God’s promise to give the land of 
Canaan to the Israelites. 

FALL–THE UNITED KINGDOM: Les-
sons from 1 and 2 Samuel featuring 
events in the lives of Samuel, Saul 
and David. 

WINTER–THE DIVIDED KINGDOM: 
Stories from 1 Kings including Absa-
lom, Adonijah, Solomon, Jeroboam. 

SPRING–THE KINGS OF ISRAEL: 
Chronicles the 200-year period when 
more than 19 different kings (none of 
whom were righteous) ruled Israel, 
stories on Elijah and Elisha. 

SUMMER–THE KINGS OF JUDAH: Sto-
ries of Rehoboam, Asa, Jehoshaphat, 
Athaliah, Joash, Amaziah, Uzziah, 
Ahaz, Hezekiah, Manasseh, Josiah, 
Jehoiakim. 

FALL–PATIENCE, PRAYER AND PROV-
ERBS: A study of the five books of 
poetry. 

WINTER–ISAIAH TELLS OF JESUS: 
Lessons from the prophets, Isaiah 
through Malachi. 

SPRING–BRAVE SERVANTS OF GOD: 
Discusses such topics as Daniel says 
no, fiery furnace, writing on the wall.

SUMMER–ESTHER WAS COURA-
GEOUS: In addition to seven lessons 
on the queen, includes stories on re-
building the wall, a religious revival, 
etc.

FALL–GENESIS: Accounts of early 
incidents such as how it all began, 
murder one, Esau sells himself short, 
Joseph a success, etc. 

WINTER–DELIVERANCE: A STUDY OF 
EXODUS: Tells of Moses the deliverer, 
the 10 plagues, manna in the morn-
ing. 

SPRING–TRAVELS WITH THE ISRAEL-
ITES: Lessons from the book of Num-
bers. Includes chapters on disease 
of discontent, grasshopper faith, the 
snakebite of sin. 

SUMMER–ISRAEL’S NEW HOME: A 
study of Joshua, Judges and Ruth. 

FALL–THE UNITED KINGDOM: Topics 
range from prayer power to a jealous 
heart to true friendship. 

WINTER–THE DIVIDED KINGDOM: 
Lessons involving David and Bath-
sheba, Absalom, Adonijah, Solomon, 
Jeroboam.
 
SPRING–THE KINGS OF ISRAEL: 
Features chapters such as Elijah fed 
by ravens, under the juniper tree, the 
pouting king. 

SUMMER–THE KINGS OF JUDAH: 
Lessons on Rehoboam, Asa, Je-
hoshaphat, Athaliah, Joash, Amaziah, 
Uzziah, Ahaz, Hezekiah, Manasseh, 
Josiah, Jehoiakim. 

FALL–GOD’S WAY TO VICTORY: 
Lessons from the books of poetry. 
Includes chapters on the happiness 
psalm, the security psalm, the peni-
tent psalm and studies from Prov-
erbs. 

WINTER–MEET ISAIAH: A study of a 
special group of God’s servants, the 
prophets; men who were pressured 
by the world but held firm to their 
convictions. 

SPRING–DANIEL SAYS NO: In addi-
tion to studying the life of this great 
prophet, included is a lesson on the 
church and one entitled, For Whom Is 
Your Temple Built? 

SUMMER–ESTHER BECOMES QUEEN: 
Chapters include: Plot for revenge, 
tables are turned, a sad homecom-
ing, a religious revival and a job well 
done. 

FALL–LESSONS FROM GENESIS: 
Presents Old Testament facts in light 
of today’s controversies with such 
chapters as–Creation vs. Evolution, 
The Flood: Fact Or Fiction?, Returning 
Good For Evil. 

WINTER–MOSES A GREAT LEADER: 
A study of Exodus, detailing such 
events as the Passover, Moses’ re-
union with Jethro, etc. 

SPRING–WILDERNESS WANDER-
INGS: Focuses on such ideas as 
Israel’s means of approaching God, 
Israel must be holy, the folly of com-
plaining, God blessed His people. 

SUMMER–A NEW HOME FOR ISRAEL: 
Lessons from the books of Joshua, 
Judges and Ruth. 

FALL–THE UNITED KINGDOM: Details 
1 and 2 Samuel, historical books 
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which relate the development of Is-
rael as a nation. 

WINTER–THE DIVIDED KINGDOM: 
Presents both mistakes and accom-
plishments of characters from this 
time period from which young people 
can profit. 

SPRING–THE KINGS OF ISRAEL: Fea-
tures such men as Ahab, Elijah, Jehu, 
Jehoahaz and Jeroboam II. 

SUMMER–THE KINGS OF JUDAH: 
Chapters include the king who was 
godly yet human, the king with pride, 
the teen king who made a difference.

FALL–HAPPINESS AND SUCCESS: 
Lessons on Job and human suffering; 
a detailed study of 23rd Psalm and 
Proverbs. 

WINTER–GOD’S PROPHETS: Relates 
historical background of the proph-
ets and draws lessons from them for 
young people today. 

SPRING–DANIEL’S GREAT LEADER-
SHIP: Relates facts of stories and 
makes points applicable, such as a 
special section on peer pressure, etc. 

SUMMER–ESTHER BECOMES QUEEN: 
Includes discussion of marriage, 
comparison of the keeping of holy 
days with the Lord’s Day and more. 
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
